Dear WorldHarvest partners,

In 2017 we continue growing in our cornerstone program, Sponsor A Child. In USA, we now sponsor more 
than 750 children in the 6 countries we work in: D.R. Congo, Uganda, Sierra Leone, Nepal, Pakistan and 
Indonesia. We adopted one school in Hassanabdal, Pakistan, where hundreds of Hindu Sikh children are 
not allowed in the public schools because of religious persecution. We stand for the rights of all children to 
obtain education and the chance for a brighter future, breaking the cycle of poverty. This year we will be 
expanding into India, where we will be starting a school near Guntur, South India.

Hurricane Harvey slammed into Texas late August as the wettest tropical cyclone on record in the United 
States, causing as much financial damage with Katrina. WorldHarvest partners with IFGF Houston, IFGF 
Austin, The Jewish Federation and Somebody Cares Int’l to bring much needed relief. Hundreds of 
volunteers were involved bringing thousands of bottled waters, tons of food and sanitary supplies in the 
affected areas. 

Half a world away, South Sudan experienced a civil war that resulted in 1.8 million displaced people and a 
massive food shortage, affecting a million children. I had the privilege of bringing 24 tons of food, a truck 
load of medicine and held a feeding camp and medical clinic.

We are honored to be your trusted hands and feet of compassion to care for those facing terrible 
circumstances in their lives. One child at a time, one soul at a time, we are making life changing impact. 
Thank you for your compassion, thank you for reaching out, and thank you for our partnership. Let us 
continue to increase our good work while there is still time.

In South Sudan, over 1.8 million refugees (about 1 million of which are children), were forced to flee their 
homes as a result of warfare. In 2017, World Harvest provided 24 tons of food supplies (rice, beans, maize, and 
cooking oil), medication, and recruited a number of medical professionals to aid the South Sudan refugees. In 
our time there, World Harvest provided direct aid to 2000 people in Morobi, Barameling, Palorinya, Bidibidi, 
Swinga, and Kerua.

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GALA DINNER 2017

On November 16th, 2017, World Harvest gathered business leaders, professionals, and humanitarians to raise 
awareness and funding for underprivileged communities around the world.

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WORLD HARVEST EUROPE
World Harvest Europe has always had the vision to help the less fortunate people around Indonesia. This year, on 
July 18, the World Harvest Europe team visited orphans in Sumber Mujur Village, Lumajang, East Java. The 
village is located on the slopes of Mount Semeru, East Java. After arriving to the Mujur village, World Harvest 
Europe team promptly gathered the community and distributed gift, students in the form of bags, books, 
stationery, and over helpful goods to children runging from kindergarten to junior high school.

This activity was attended by 55 children in total and witnessed by members of House of Representatives faction, 
Mr. Bambang Riyanto. Lumajang District Police, IPTU Bapak Suharijantoko Bambang, the deputy district of Candi 
Puro, Mr. Erik Kurniawan, Babinsa Kabupaten Lumajang, and the parents or guardians of the children who 
received help. 

Mr. Bambang Riyanto a member of the Lumajang Regency was grateful that World Harvest as an international 
non-profit organization would come to the aid of the villagers in  Sumber Mujur.

HARVEST COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT
FULL HOME RENOVATION FOR SEPTIAN

At World Harvest, we are committed to providing holistic assistance for our sponsor a children and their families. 
We believe that creating environments that encourage and cultivate good learning rhythms are important to a 
child’s success. Thus, World Harvest launched its full home renovation initiative.
This year, one of renovation initiatives went out to our adopted child, Septian Bayu Tirta. When we visited Septian’s 
home, we quickly observed that his home was falling apart. It was much too small to be occupied by five people, 
had leakages throughout the roof, had a door that was made out of what was essentially paper, and always 
experienced flooding whenever it rained in Jakarta. How was Septian supposed to study well under those 
conditions?
As a result, we went in to fully renovate Septian’s home. We installed a new, real door, helped expand space 
through organization and expansion and managed to replace his roof. Through your help and our initiative, 
Septian’s family can now live comfortably, and Septian can now learn in a good environment.

Before Restoration After Restoration
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Over the past five years, World Harvest has partnered with 
Hand of Hope, an organization that providing nutritional 
meals to children all over the world. Over this past half a 
decade, with our partnership with Hand of Hope, World 
Harvest have successfully distributed 209, 220 nutritious 
meals to our sponsored children across five of the communi-
ties we have helped develop - Kampung Melayu, Kampung 
Baru, Wates, Kedaung and Kampung Sawah. At our food 
distribution initiatives, we also take time to bring in speakers 
to talk about topics such as character building and 
leadership. In World Harvest, we believe that nutrition is 
essential to a child’s academic success and prowess, and with 
the help of Hand of Hope, we have been able to successfully 
meet our children’s nutritional needs.

School in Kampung Baru, Bogor. At Hosana Elementary School, I’ve been 
privileged with both incredible teachers and friends. I have an overly 
tough set of parents, causing me to sometimes have anger outbursts as 
a response to their demands. When I first attended Hosana, I started 
some fights and caused some trouble and had a series of angry 
outbursts. Recently, however, I have made the decision to change my life 
for the better. Through the nutritional events at World Harvest, I have 
been able to attend the “character education” talks, and it has changed 
my perspective on becoming a better student and friend. I am very 
grateful for this nutritional initative because I can expect to both get fed 
well and attain valuable life lessons.”

DISTRIBUTION OF NUTRITIONAL MEALS FOR OUR SPONSORED CHILDREN
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Today, a huge percentage of people in Jakarta are still denied access to healthcare services. To address that gap, 
World Harvest has made healthcare one of the pillars of its initatives. By the end of 2017, World Harvest provided 
free treatment to 1,100 people across the Greater Jakarta Area. Amongst the many services we provide, we extend-
ed eye examinations and distributed free glasses to help meet their needs.

Dr. Ben is a dental specialist that worked at PT. ITS (Indonesia Toray Synthetics) in Ps. Baru, Tangerang. He also opened his own 
private dental clinic in Panongan, Tangerang.
"I have worked with the World Harvest team for 12 years to help improve community health through a variety of treatments. In 
light of the knowledge that many people still don’t have access to quality healthcare, my convictions to help communities 
through my expertise solidified my decision to partner with World Harvest. Helping others is important to me. My hope is that 
this program can continue to run and that we can help people get healthy.”

Most of my appoint-
ments and practice with Lion Air are done in my home, but with World Harvest, I get the opportunity to go to underprivileged 
communities to serve. One distinctive memory I had was when I met a grandmother who busted into tears because she felt 
helped, seen and cared for by the medical treatments provided by World Harvest.  The grandmother explained that she did not 
have enough money to buy her own prescriptions or to schedule her own examination to the hospital. Through World Harvest, 
she was able to attain the medical help she needed.
My hope is that this program will continue and that it will reach more and more people who are in need, so that we can create 
a healthier tomorrow for everyone.
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This year, the theme of our Christmas campaign was #LoveToGive. At this event, we were able to raise 1, 500 new 
bags for our sponsored children. This campaign was supported by IFGF Kids, Harvest Christian School Student 
and Kidz Castle student by distributing piggy banks for them in an effort to raise funds for kids their age who 
come from less privileged backgrounds in order to better promote sharing and generosity. 
This is one of our favorite events of the year, as we get to celebrate with the entire World Harvest community and 
celebrate the gift of Christmas together.

For that reason, 
through our Sponsor A Child program, World Harvest strives to provide the best education by building schools in 
remote areas in Indonesia, the training of exceptional teachers and the provision of scholarships for kids. With 
your partnership, kids around Indonesia will be able to access the education they need in order to pursue their 
dreams.

We have 343 students across 6 different Wahana Harapan Schools. Our students range from kindergarten all the 
way up to junior high. Demographically, our students come from: 
• Kampung Melayu, Tangerang
• Kedaung, Tangerang
• Tegal Angus, Tangerang
• Kampung Sawah, North Jakarta.
• Cibinong, Bogor
• Nias Island

Syenni, Winner of Science Competition. 
Being successful and having the ability to achieve your dreams is a universal 
desire. Of our fifth graders, Syenni harbored a strong dream to become an 
inter-school Olympic champion and put her mind to win.  The Olympic 
games take place annually and is organized by the Teluk Naga sub-district in 
Tangerang. Syenni is the oldest of two children. Both her parents are 
unemployed and struggled to support Syenni’s dreams.
"The economic limitations of my family did not make me desperate or lazy 
to learn, but motivated me to study harder so that I could turn my dreams 
into reality.
