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COMMUNITY SERVICES

CHARACTER AND LEADERSHIP SEMINAR

In collaboration with local partners, we hosted a plethora of character and leadership
seminars in 2021 and 2022 across Tangerang, Bogor, Jakarta, and Aceh. The seminars
were attended by over 2.700 participants.

HEALTHCARE SERVICE

Last year, to support the Indonesian government in promoting a Herd Immunity, World
Harvest and Wahana Harapan Schools, collaborated with IFGF Jakarta Church, the
Tangerang District Health Office, Tegal Angus Health Center, and Kutai Health Center, we
set up a COVID-19 Vaccine Center in 4 locations - World Harvest Center, Wahana Harapan
schools in Kedaung, Tegal Angus & Kampung Melayu. Almost 1000 participants received
the vaccination.This activity reflected the commitment of World Harvest to continually
support the government programs to promote & to increase the well being of the people
throughout the country.

HEALTHCARE CENTERS

In the past 2 years, we provided free healthcare services for general checkups and dental
treatments, for over 3.000 participants across Tangerang, Bogor, Jakarta, Bekasi, Aceh,
and Sorong (Papua). Our dedicated doctors & dentists passionately served the patients.




PREVENTION OF MALNUTRITION
We are actively involved in preventing malnutrition by providing nutritious food for children
in our adopted communities. Some of the highlights in the past two years, we distributed
over 2.000 care packages of nutritious food and gave over 1 ton of milk to community
members.

INTEGRATED EDUCATION

During the pandemic, we continually provided financial support for over 1.000 children from
Tangerang, Bogor, Jakarta, Aceh and Sorong. With the assistance of our local Community
Development partners who visited the sponsored children regularly with the purpose to
ensure that all of these students received quality education.




LEADERSHIP AND SKILL DEVELOPMENT

Our programs are not only supporting children to pursue their education, but we are also
committed to empowering their characters and skills as well. We hosted a number of
skills-based seminars from photography to woodworking in our communities. The various
seminars were conducted according to the request and the needs of the people, and it
received positive feedback from the participants.

(HCS) Harvest Christian School was established in 2008 with a vision to integrate
knowledge, experience, and biblical values to raise future leaders. In the midst of the
pandemic, both teachers and students worked hard to finish the school year strong through
online learning. All activities, including the Open House event, Easter Celebration,
Independence Day Celebration, Christmas Celebration, and Graduation ceremony were
done virtually.

HCS also received an A-grade accreditation from the National Accreditation Board,
depicting the quality of the education of the institution. For the years ahead, HCS will
continue to commit for being a national plus school that teaches the importance of
integrity, empowers students with advanced learning amidst the constant evolution of
knowledge and technology, and equips teachers with proactive training. For the past 15
years, over 2.617 students have been enrolled here. In 2022, 69 students graduated to
pursue higher education. We salute all the teachers, parents, and students that worked
hard together to make this unusual year another successful one.

INDIA COVID-19 CRISIS RELIEF

It was starting in March 2021 when India became an epicenter of 2nd wave Covid in Asia
World Harvest CEO, DR Daniel Hanafi, were moved by the conditions in India and initiated
a fundraising for Covid Crisis Relief. In short period of time, we were able to ship 100 units
of oxygen concentrator machines to Guntur India in partnering with Sow the Seed, a
nonprofit organization in Guntur India, we have helped poor and needy families that needed
oxygen in Guntur and Mumbai during the severe lock down situation.

Two months later, people in Indonesia experienced their version of the delta variant
upsurge. With the help of our donors, we were able to send 355 oxygen consentrator
machines to various hospitals in Indonesia — Jakarta, Semarang, Surabaya, Kudus,
Purwodadi, Balikpapan, Samarinda, Gorontalo, Nias, Riau, Makassar, Manado, Sorong,
and last but not least, Adonara & Ruteng in NTT. Because of your generosity, we were able
to save countless lives.
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STOP HUNGER

In many parts of the world, Covid-19-related lockdowns create a loss of income and
extreme food insecurity for the poor. Our "sponsor a family" program tackles this crisis by
teaching families sack farming methods and helping increase their food security, especially
for slum dwellers, who do not have the space or water supply for regular farming.

About 310 families enjoy higher food security as they learn sack farming from our
Community Development Agents who visit them regularly to ensure the success of this

#STOPHUNGER project.

AFGHANISTAN REFUGEE RELIEF

A major disaster relief project initiated in 2021 is the Afghanistan refugee relief. We help
Afghan refugees who are fleeing from their homeland into Pakistan, providing Basic food
supplies, medical service; and shelters are provided for thousands of Afghan refugees, 80%
of whom are women and children.




NEW SPONSOR A CHILD (SAC) COMMUNITY IN MUMBAI

SAC employs a holistic approach in which our community development agents personally
engage in the children's communities and families. The children live in a slum area in
Mumbai and do not have the privilege to go to school because the families are so poor,
therefore we opened a tutoring class for over 30 students so that they can keep up with

their education.

NEW HASSANABDAL SCHOOL - PAKISTAN

More than 100 students from Playgroup to High School enjoy the new school
building after the previous building was sold by the landlord. By the grace of God,
WH USA managed to fundraise to buy a new building in Hassan Abdal, Pakistan.
The new building cost around $70K.
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AFGHANISTAN EARTHQUAKE RELIEF

In late June 2022, another tragedy hit the eastern part of Afghanistan; a 6.2
magnitude earthquake struck the provinces of Paktika and Khost, killing more
than 1,100 people and injuring more than 6,000 people. Due to poor construction,
more than 10,000 homes were destroyed in the earthquake. Survivors and injured
individuals were transported to local clinics that struggled to cope with the
number of patients and did not have the adequate staff or medical equipment to
handle the scale of this disaster. But through this tragedy, an open door was
provided for us to establish our base of operation in the town of Gayan.

This marks the first time that WorldHarvest is able to enter and to operate in
Afghanistan. More than 200 canvas tents were distributed to help shelter
survivors who lost their homes. In the midst of this tragedy, God continues to
open doors of opportunity to share the Gospel of Christ and to allow us to be His
hands and feet to the people of Afghanistan.

PAKISTAN FLOOD RELIEF

Since Mid-June 2022, one-third of Pakistan has been battling its worst flooding in
at least a decade. Flash floods have washed away roads, homes, and corps leaving
a trail of deadly havoc across much of Pakistan. The death toll in Pakistan's floods
has killed more than 1,700 people, and a third of them are children. Many families
are struggling to survive as a climate disaster unfolds in Pakistan. World Harvest
has been on the ground in Fazilpur (Punjab Province) and Mirpur Khas (Sindh
Province), and six other cities to deal with this crisis. Our team has sent essential
care packages such as bottled water, food supplies, tents, sanitary pads for
women, and mosquito nets. So far, World Harvest has been able to help a total of
around 625 families or more than 5,000 people with the help of donors.
